
TERMS OF REFERENCE

COWRIE Ltd. 

FUTURES WORKING GROUP 

1. To bring together representatives from relevant stakeholders, industry and The Crown Estate, (chaired by a COWRIE Ltd. Board Member), to advise COWRIE Ltd
2. To propose projects to be undertaken by COWRIE Ltd, in connection with the collection of data and information complementing the Round 3 offshore wind programme and supporting the development of Round 3 offshore wind farms.
3. To ensure projects are taken forward according to the COWRIE programme.

4. To liaise with other COWRIE working groups and the COWRIE Board as appropriate to ensure projects are relevant to the issues facing offshore wind and marine renewables as appropriate.
5. To assist in the production of specifications and project justifications for projects as needed.

6. To review tenders, proposals and project documentation as required.

7. To review and make recommendations on award and funding arrangements
8. To ensure data collection and metadata standards and procedures for the projects funded by COWRIE Ltd, comply with the guidance issued by the COWRIE Ltd Data Working Group. 
9. To ensure that all projects supported have significant public benefit by producing outputs that help the offshore wind farm industry to progress in a sustainable way. 
10. To exchange knowledge and information relating to similar initiatives so as to avoid duplication, and establish links with other relevant research programmes at national and European level
11. To re-examine those Terms of Reference periodically and recommend changes to COWRIE Ltd.
